bullying.

The Ghosts of Heaven by Marcus Sedgwick

Four linked stories of discovery and survival begin with a
Paleolithic-era girl who makes the first written signs,
continue with Anna, who people call a witch, then a mad
twentieth-century poet who watches the ocean knowing
the horrors it hides, and concluding with an astronaut on
the first spaceship from Earth sent to colonize another
world.

Out of Darkness by Ashley Hope Pérez

Loosely based on a school explosion that took place in
New London, Texas, in 1937, this is the story of two
teenagers: Naomi, who is Mexican, and Wash, who is
black, and their dealings with race, segregation, love, and
the forces that destroy people.

Jackaby by William Ritter
